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ELECTRIFIED FENCE 

 
  

 

There are about 6,000 collisions between cars and large animals on Québec highways each year. 

 

The Québec Ministry of Transport installs electrified fences in order to prevent animals from 

traversing onto the highway. The vegetation growing under these fences must be cut regularly 

which results in costly maintenance. 

 

Vincent Jean, Manager of the QMT, Alma region, offered us the opportunity to participate in a 

pilot project to demonstrate that Biobarrier could be effective in this type of application.
